Blot the stain
gently with a clean, dry cloth or absorbent paper
towel. Be patient. It may take several minutes
before you see any results.

If dry blotting doesn't completely lift the stain,
mix up a combination of one glass of water with
one teaspoon of lemon juice. Again, take a clean
cloth or paper towel, wet it with the water/lemon
mixture, and gently blot the area (test on an
inconspicuous area first). Wait five minutes, then
try dry blotting again.
